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ABSTRACT

The aim of this paper is to present a number of listening tasks designed to supplement a reading comprehension course focussed on the language of telecommunications. Listening activities contribute to an integrated approach to the teaching of reading comprehension in an English for Specific Purposes course. These activities allow the teacher to reach a compromise between real needs and practical needs since the first priority for the students of Telecommunications Engineering is reading but, as future engineers,  they need a good command of English at all skills. At present, the oral medium is becoming increasingly important for the transmission of technical and scientific knowledge and, therefore, listening to technical English must be incorporated into the classroom. Listening activities add variety and increase motivation, making the best use of the scarce teaching time. The main aim of these activities is to learn technical vocabulary in context through sound and image.  The recordings include both audio and video tapes and present examples of some of the most interesting varieties of technical English. In this paper the exploitation for the classroom is shown.
