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  On teaching English for Computer Science students, translation is one of the most important tasks a teacher must cover in class. In this paper I shall expose the most relevant problems the students face in a direct and indirect translation of a technical text on computing and its possible solutions. It will also be commented on what must be the

preliminary concepts or tips the students must be taught to avoid the typical mistakes.

    To do this I shall base my research on an exercise done by the students of the first course at the end of the term. The errors made by lack of knowledge will not be taken into account, but the ones made due to the differences between English and Spanish like prepositions, tenses and use of English.
