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After an introduction to the use of English in the world today, we consider fundamental to research in the field of motivation, due to the fact that for teachers, and university teachers are not different from the rest, it is fundamental the importance of learner motivation in a successful language for specific purposes learning class.

Our study takes into account Gardner´s definition of instrumental motivation, that is, to learn and to get some practical benefit related to the profession developed by the learner of a second language in an ESP class. We are also interested in the general definition of extrinsic and intrinsic motivation. The majority of university students are aware of their goals of learning from the beginning, or of specific learning activities, and direct their efforts towards achieving them. Because students are young and beginning their lives they are also ambitious, and they go for demanding challenges, high proficiency and top grades. But It is difficult to define Motivation only in the second two divisions made by Gardner, that is, the integrative or instrumental dichotomy, especially in the increasing number of people who are successfully learning English as an international language.

An important part of the teacher’s job is to motivate learners. Many authors studied do not forget motivation generated directly by the teacher which provokes the educators to be excellent professionals. These teachers seem to accept that it is their responsibility to motivate learners, and invest quite a lot of effort in doing so. A good reason to be a motivating teacher is to be excited about the subject taught or simply love teaching because it seems they communicate their own motivation to their students.
