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ABSTRACT
This paper will introduce a website for the exchange of information among ESP practitioners, and more specifically practitioners of English for Engineering Purposes. The website structure will be based on the needs felt during our personal teaching experience in the past three years, in La Laguna University (hence, ULL). At engineering degrees in ULL, English is taught as an instrumental subject with the help of Computer Assisted Language Learning (CALL), as well as authoring tools and Internet applications.

There are a number of reasons that might advise us to take this revolutionary approach. First, the endemic scarcity of adequate materials for Engineering students, in a world where ESP = Business English. In addition, the fact that in an ever-changing world brand-new materials become obsolete very quickly. Therefore, keeping tuned and up-to-date becomes a need, more than a whim.

Nonetheless, this situation may be partly remedied with the implementation of a website devoted to Engineering students, trainers, material designers and, in general, all ESP practitioners. The main objective of this website will be to become one of the meeting points in the web where both students and trainers can share experiences, ideas, projects, texts, and all types of multimedia materials .

Apart from looking at different uses of CALL, chat and forum applications both inside and outside the classroom, and implementing such tools in the web itself, we will try to provide tutorials dealing with the use of ICTs in English for Engineering Purposes. 
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
