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Abstract:
This paper presents the possibilities of new technology applied to EST and shows teaching materials - the use of the internet, multimedia, digital video, etc.- which will be commonplace in language teaching in a very near future. It develops the outline of a unit designed for students of English for Agriculture with a high level of proficiency of the language. Theoretically, it is grounded on a content-based approach. Methodologically, it is organized around different learning tasks dealing with discipline-based material about a topic of special interest in the students´ curriculum. Thus, language will be acquired in a meaningful contextualized form in which the focus is the acquisition of both language and information.Integrated communicative skills will be provided by means of the basic material proposed: the feature film "A Walk in the Clouds".
